Podpora implementace Fondu pro spravedlivou transformaci v Ceské republice

Na zakladé Gspésné zadosti Ministerstva pro mistni rozvoj (MMR) o financovani projektu na
podporu procesu transformace uhelnych regionii v Ceské republice spustila Evropska
komise ptislusny projekt technické asistence. Zadost pak byla podana oddélenim RE:START
(MMR), a to vramci evropského nastroje Technical Support Instrument (Casto se proto
mluvi o TSI projektu MMR na podporu implementace spravedlivé transformace).
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(dlouhodoba strategie EU), jejimz cilem je dosahnout do roku 2050 klimaticky neutralni pozice.
Tyto cile vyznamné ovliviuji socioekonomicky rozvoj v regionech, jejichz vnitini ekonomické
struktufe dominuji energeticky naro¢na odvétvi t€zkého primyslu a obecné uhelna energetika.
Pro tyto regiony byl proto vytvofen Fond pro Spravedlivou transformaci (dale jen FST, angl.
Just Transition Fund), ktery aktualné doplnuje hlavni evropské strukturalni fondy a podporuje
specificka témata, kterd by mecla usnadnit proces tzv. ,spravedlivé transformace® v
Moravskoslezském, Usteckém a Karlovarském kraji. V Ceské republice FST reprezentuje
Operacéni program Spravedliva transformace (OPST), ktery spravuje Ministerstvo zZivotniho
prostiedi.

Vedle OPST je v soucasnosti, jakozto i v ptedchozich letech ve vyse zminénych ,,uhelnych*
regionech realizovana nérodni strategie RE:START, kter4 pokracuje, ma vSak vice koordina¢ni
povahu ve vazbé na dostupné zdroje financovani. S ohledem na nabité zkuSenosti s uhelnymi
kraji vykonny tym RE:START koordinoval i p¥ipravu Planu spravedlivé transformace (PSUT).
FST ptedstavuje zcela novou a ojedinélou moznost, jak vyuzit dosavadnich zkuSenosti skrze
konkrétni financni zacileni na potfebné transformacni investice.

Cilem projektu je posilit institucionalni a administrativni kapacitu implementace FST, a to i
na regiondlni a mistni Grovni. ZvIlastni diraz je kladen na empirické Setfeni a analytické aktivity,
jejichz vysledkem bude vyhodnoceni vychozi absorpéni kapacity uhelnych regioni zejména v
segmentu malych projektl. V projektu jsou rovnéZ realizovana Skoleni a ,,Skoleni Skoliteli* s
cilem stimulovat pfipravu projektd, zejména pro Zadatele s omezenymi kapacitami (jako jsou
obce, nevladni organizace a malé a stfedni podniky). Specifickd pozornost bude rovnéz
vénovana §ifeni a pfenosu dobré praxe v prioritnich oblastech spravedlivé transformace.
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Supporting the implementation of the Just Transition Fund in the Czech Republic

Based on the application of Ministry of Regional Development (CZ), its RE:START unit, the
European Commission (EC) has launched a technical assistance project to support the
transition process of coal mining regions in the Czech Republic. The Ministry of Regional
Development applied its project and used so called Technical Support Instrument (a dedicated
instrument provided by European Commission).The project is linked to the Green Deal for
Europe (the EU's long-term strategy), which aims to achieve climate neutrality by 2050. These
targets have a significant impact on the socio-economic development of regions whose internal
economic structure is dominated by energy-intensive heavy industry and coal-fired power
generation in general. In addition, a new Just Transition Fund (JTF) has been created for these
regions, which currently complements the mainstream European Structural Funds and supports
specific issues that should facilitate the so-called "just transition” process in the Moravian-
Silesian, Usti and Karlovy Vary regions. In previous years, the national RE:START strategy
has been implemented in the above-mentioned "coal™ regions and will be continued, but in a
more coordinated way in relation to the available funding sources. In the light of the experience
gained in the coal regions, the RE:START Executive Team has also coordinated the preparation
of the Territorial Just Transition Plan (TJTP). The JTF represents a completely new and unique
opportunity to capitalise on existing experience by targeting the necessary transformation
investments financially. In the Czech Republic, the JTF is represented by the Operational
Programme for Just Transition (OPJT), managed by the Ministry of the Environment.

The aim of the project is to strengthen the institutional and administrative capacity to
implement the JTF, including the regional and local levels. Particular emphasis is placed on
empirical survey and analysis activities that will lead to an assessment of the initial absorption
capacity of coal regions, especially in the small project segment. The project will also provide
training and "training of trainers" to stimulate project preparation, especially for applicants with
limited capacity (such as municipalities, NGOs and SMESs). Special attention will also be given
to the dissemination and transfer of good practices in priority areas for just transition.
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
